The inaugural ceremony included the lamp lighting at the hands of eminent guests Hon. Mayor Mohansinghji Rajpal, Commissioner Mr. Mahesh Zagade, key note speaker Dr. Ajay Mathur ( BEE), M.D. Synefra Mr. J.R. Tanti. Dr. Anurag Kashyap, Principal BNCA presented the welcome speech while Ar. Poorva Keskar, Head Department of Environmental Planning & Architecture,  gave an insight of the two day seminar.  Suzlon One Earth book was released at the hands of Dr. Mathur and the souvenir of the conference was released at the hands of Mayor Rajpalji. 
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In his speech Dr. Mathur highlighted that the commercial space in past seven years in India has grown by 9% per year due to which energy consumption has increased by 13%. He mentioned in order to save energy high performance buildings with energy efficiency are required. Currently the buildings with 500 kW connected load or less have a tag of energy efficiency, Dr. Mathur alleged that the norms need to be more stringent. 
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Hon. Mayor Mohansinghji Rajpal appreciated the efforts of all the organizers and as a representative of PMC affirmed to help all the movements in this direction of sustainability. With “Eco Housing Certification Programme” in Pune city, PMC has set an example of green approach to the entire nation. This certification programme extends rebates to the developers upto 50% as per their rating for the scheme as per eco friendliness norms. 
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As rightly said “Moving Towards green design” or “Going Backwards to Green Design” should be the approach to the issue, Commissioner Mahesh Zagade highlighted the preceding lifestyle and culture was better than today’s urban scenario. He noted that following the west is not the fashion but ethnic as always is fashionable. His plead was in favour of simple living that will take care of all the global issues that are sprawling up. 

Mr. J. R. Tanti said with Suzlon One Earth, Synefra has achieved a complete sustainable project at a scale of 8,00,000 sq. ft. It is a 100 % renewable energy campus with substantial saving in water consumption and efficiently designed zero waste management system.
